branches more active in reacting and discussing as new system 
of annual branch contribution is being established at this 
meeting. The branches raised several interesting and new ideas 

of what factors would describe the best the financial status of a branch such as number of 
volunteers sent, hosted, number of employees, GDP/capita etc…some alternative forces 
supported the idea of expressing the weather of a country when calculating its contribution to 
the world movement�  
 
Then we investigated, who are the candidates for the next IEC: 

 
Grazyna Pulawska candidating for IEC membership 
pointed that for her peace education is one of the crucial 
topics that needs lots of emphasis when it comes to the 
next strategic plan. Mihai Crisan running for the 
presidency of IEC, present acting president of the body 
explained that after one year hard work already in the 
IEC his motivation is still the same when he started, and 
one of his main objective is to help SCI walk the way of 
being a movement that is modern enough and relevant 
for the 21st century.  
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After lunch…… 

 …the ambiance of the meeting has been 
boosted up with the arrival of the discussions 
that introduced votings foreseen for 
tomorrow.  The recommendation of ensuring 
the using of Service Civil International 
permanently next to national names of 
branches came first into the topic. On this 
point the agreement was nearly unanimous, 
except one opponent who found some 
restrictions on its branch level freedom by 
this recommendation. Afterwards hot debate 
started about the possible introduction of a 
new Exchange Evaluation Meeting from 
2009 that aims at highlighting the importance 

of evaluation as such for ensuring the quality of our core activities. As the proposal contained 
crucial operational changes for SCI, namely the date of the meeting was put for autumn for 
collecting fresher information about workcamp season and foresaw the abolition of Technical 
European Meeting, branches expressed many concerns about the consequences. Pros and 
contras were flying in the air, and produced several amendments to the original proposal that 
will be voted among all the other issues all day tomorrow.
